It is important to talk to your child about adverts and to think about what they are clicking on before they do and if they
are unsure to either ignore them or to check with a trusted adult.

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Rights Respecting at Brindishe Schools - Article of the Week

Article 12 (respect for the views of the child): Every child has the right to express their views, feelings and
wishes in all matters affecting them, and to have their views considered and taken seriously. This right
applies at all times, for example during immigration proceedings, housing decisions or the child’s day-to-day
home life.

Article 12 says that every child has the right to express their views freely and that their views should be taken
into account when decisions are made.

In Brindishe Schools we promote pupil leadership. Next week, you will receive information about Pupil
Parliament opportunities at Brindishe Lee.
