Article 31 (leisure, play and culture)
Every child has the right to relax, play and take part in a wide range of cultural activities.

In what different ways have you enjoyed Article 31 with your children in 2024 so far?

-Going to the theatre, to concerts or to the cinema.

What will you be doing with your children this Easter holiday?

Could you make an ‘Article 31 chill-out den’ in your home or garden where you can relax. Use cushions, blankets
and even fairy lights.

Can you draw a sausage dog? How about a panda or a turtle? Take part in an online art lesson - which will you
choose?

Some people like to relax by dancing. Different cultures have different traditional dances. Do you know any?
