Our Early Years Curriculum

The children within our Early Years (Nursery and Reception) learn through a range of self-selected, play-
based opportunities as well as adult led and independent activities. Teachers carefully plan ways to
incorporate children’s skills and development under the characteristics of effective learning by providing
opportunities to support playing and exploring, active learning and creating & thinking critically. This is
done by structuring the learning around the 7 Areas of Learning outlined in the EY Curriculum:

Understanding Communication
the World & Language

Personal, Expressive
Social & Arts
Emotional & Design

Communication & Language Development

This area of learning provides opportunities for children to develop the skills they need to talk confidently and
develop new vocabulary. They learn how to respond to their peers and adults in an environment where
speaking and listening skills are highly valued. Our learning environments gives opportunities for all children to
explore, enjoy, learn about and use words in a broad range of contexts including stories, role play and drama.




Mathematical Development

This area of learning provides opportunities for children to develop their understanding of number,
measurement, pattern, shape & space by providing a broad range of contexts. We encourage children to
understand and respond to the symbols that represent numbers and what they mean in real contexts. We use
a ‘Maths Mastery’ approach to our teaching of maths which means children acquire a deep, long-term, secure
understanding of this subject.
