Literacy
This half term in Literacy, we are going to be writing narratives based on the

story 'The Stone Age Boy'. We are going o be focusing on writing in first person,
using fronted adverbials and noun phrases. We will then move onto writing letters
which will be inspired by the story ‘The First Painting'.

Maths

We will be starting with place value, focusing on numbers up to 1000. We will also
be developing our adding and subtracting strategies, finding efficient ways of
solving addition and subtraction calculations.

Please encourage your child o add and subtract up to 20 using mental strategies
in their head. Please practise and encourage them to do so without using their
fingers, as they grow in confidence.

Please also give your child plenty of opportunities to practice the 3,4 and 8 times
tables.

History -
In history this ferm we are going to be learning about The Stone Age, Bronze Age

and Iron Age. We will be finding out when these periods of time were in history,
what happened during these times and what life was like.

RE - We will be focusing on Buddhism. We will be finding out about the teachings
of The Buddha using the story of Siddhartha Gautama.

IT- Our theme is 'Digital Devices'. We are going to be finding out the how digital
devices function. We will then move onto animation, where the children will be
create shout animations using an ipad.

Science - We are going to be learning about Rocks and Soils. We will be comparing
different types of rocks, exploring their properties and how they are formed. We
will also be finding out how fossils are formed.

Art - We will be observing Stone Age cave paintings and exploring different
sketching techniques. We will also be developing drawing skills using a variety of
tools including pencils, pastels, charcoal on different surfaces and scales.
