Get to know Age Ratings
Age ratings are in place to help protect your child, so we thought we’d provide you with a little reminder of how
important it is to check the age ratings of what your child is accessing online. Here are the age ratings of some
of the more popular apps that young people are accessing. 

Did you know that WhatsApp has an age rating of 16?

Whether your child is viewing films, accessing apps, playing games online, using social media or downloading
other apps – check the age rating first to see if your child is old enough.

Online Safety Bulletin
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In addition, the likes of PEGI include further content descriptors, which will
give you an indication of the type of content that your child might view e.g.
violence, if accessing the app/game etc. 

It is important to note that whilst age ratings do allow you to see if
something may be appropriate for your child, it is also important to review
the content yourself. This will allow you to make an informed decision as to
whether it is suitable for your child to access and if it would be beneficial to
apply further parental controls.

Right Respecting Article Of The Week
Article 1 makes clear that everyone under the age of 18 has all the rights in the Convention.  
Article 4 states that governments must do all they can to make sure every child can enjoy their rights by creating
systems and passing laws that promote and protect children’s rights. 
Article 41 states that if a country has laws and standards that go further than the present Convention, then the
country must keep these laws. 

How do children get to enjoy their rights in the UK? What does Government do to make this happen?

•Every child must be registered with a name at birth. 
•There are parks and play areas provided.
•We have education and health care systems. 
•Some people’s job is to protect children. 
•The school curriculum includes learning about the CRC (in some parts of the UK).
•Children are given protection when they need it. 
•Most schools have ways of listening to children’s views and opinions. 
•There are Children’s Commissioners whose job it is to make sure children are listened to. 
•Social care services and the police work to keep all children protected. 
•In Scotland, the CRC is being incorporated into law. 
•Many schools are UNICEF UK Rights Respecting Schools and children learn about their rights. 
•There are laws which include some rights from the CRC, such as equalities legislation and the Children Act. 

All children are special and important, and governments have to do all they can to make sure that each child
enjoys their rights. Read the book Every Child a Song by Nicola Davies and Marc Martin and discuss what makes
your child special. At Brindishe Schools we celebrate every child’s uniqueness and discuss what makes them
special.
